(c) Conditions for acceptance or refusal of Entries.

The maximum number of entries for each class shall be 36. Entries will be accepted strictly by date of receipt and once the maximum number has been reached, subsequent entries will be kept in reserve and the entrants informed of the status of their entry.  If there are less than 6 entries in a class the Organisers reserve the right to amalgamate the class with another or cancel that class altogether.

All entries received will be considered by the Organisers having regard to the suitability of the kart and driver.  The Organisers may refuse to accept an entry without assigning a reason and its decision is final in such respect.  Where an entry is not accepted by the Organisers, the entry fee will be refunded in full.

Entry forms submitted without entry fees will not be accepted. Fax entries will only be entertained as provisional and unless the Entry Form accompanied by the Entry Fees is received before the closing date of entries, will be treated as a late entry. Late entries if accepted, will be subject to a double entry fee.

Driver’s Briefing


Any driver who is not present at the Driver’s Briefing will not be allowed to compete.  The onus is on the driver to be present at the time and place stated.  

15. Classification of Karts 


Formula 100

This class is similar to CIK Formula A and must comply with Article 7 of the CIK Technical Regulations.

Chassis must be CIK homologated.

(b)
Engine
Engines must be CIK homologated with Reed Valve or Rotary Valve with a maximum cylinder capacity of 100cc.  No “power valves” allowed.

Carburettor
Carburettors must be CIK homologated, butterfly type with maximum venturi diameter of 24mm at the central axle. All form of slide carburettors are forbidden.

Weight
Minimum weight of the kart and driver shall be 145kg.  Minimum weight of kart (without fuel) to be 65 kg.

Age Limit

Drivers must have celebrated their 15th birthday on or before 1st January.

Tyres
Any make and compound that is homologated by the CIK.

Yellow Plate with Black Numbers


Formula J 

(a)
Chassis

Chassis must be CIK homologated.
(b) Engine
Only the following engines are permitted:

(i)
Comer PP50 with a maximum cylinder capacity of 100cc. Exhaust muffler must be CIK homologated ref: - FIA/CIK: 139/E/06
Carburettors must be butterfly type with a maximum venturi central bore of 24mm. 
(ii) Rotax FR125 Junior. 
The Junior Max adheres to the Senior Rotax FR125 Max fiche plus extensions for the Junior including the cylinder and carburettor differences. The cylinder is to be of non-Power Valve type. All engines must be sealed between cylinder, crankcase, cylinder head and the reed valve block with an official Rotax seal to prevent modifications. 

All other descriptions as per the Rotax FR125 Senior Max.

Carburettor
Dell’orto VHSB 34QD. All parts of the carburettor including the body are to be unmodified and run as supplied from the manufacturer. The only adjustments allowed are the main jet, external air screw, and needle position on the four grooves provided. Needle jet atomiser FN266. Jet needle K27. Float marked with “gr 5.2”, Slide 40, Idle jet stamped with the digits “30”, Idle jet insert stamped with digits “30”, Start jet stamped with the digits “60”. Settings of the carburettor adjustment screws are free.

Intake Silencer

The airbox supplied with the engine must be unmodified & used with its filter in place.

i. In dry race conditions the airbox MUST be positioned with inlet trumpets to the bottom of the box.

ii. In wet conditions i.e. when declared a wet race by the Clerk of the Course, the airbox may be fitted in any position.

iii. If the meeting is declared open – kart on wet tyres – position free, Kart on dry tyres – position as dry.

Exhaust system

The exhaust system and silencer may not be modified in any way except for the pop rivets securing the silencer end plate may be replaced with screws. The use of a jubilee clip to secure the end plate pop rivets or screws is allowed. It is permitted to paint the exhaust system with black paint and to replace the sound absorption material to retain its efficiency. The use of any other coating or plating is not allowed. Standard exhaust couplings must be used.

Two stroke, single cylinder reed valve intake, water cooled of maximum engine capacity of 125 c.c. electric start and centrifugal clutch. 

All components of the electric start system must be operating and no components may be removed. External starters may only be used to start engines in the paddock. 

Clutches must operate as designed throughout the race and at post-race scrutineering.
Modifications are free.

Minimum weight of kart and driver must be 160 kg.  
(d)
Age Limits
Drivers must have celebrated their 15th birthday on 1st January. Drivers below the age of 15 on 1st January must be in possession of a National Karting (non-Novice) licence  and satisfy the Organisers that they are capable of handling the kart.

Race Numbers
Number plates shall be of plastic and rounded corners with 22 cm. sides. Numbers shall be at least 15 cm. high and 2 cm. wide. The number plates must be fitted to the front and rear and on both sides at the rear of the side pods and must carry NO advertising  except that assigned by the Organiser. Number plates that are part of the bodywork must be rimmed by a 10 mm. black line.

18.
Fuel                     


Solely a mixture of commercial fuel and oil on sale commercially.  By commercial fuel it is meant a motor fuel produced by an oil company and currently distributed at roadside refilling stations throughout the country, on sale commercially and including no other additives. Any infringement of this rule will entail disqualification from the event.

19.
Scrutineering               


19.1
The eligibility of all karts taking part in the competition will be checked by the duly appointed Scrutineers who shall not be required to give any reason for a decision they may take, but may at their absolute discretion require a driver to comply with their request.  Drivers electing not to do so will be excluded from the competition.  All chassis and engines must be CIK homologated unless specified in the A.S.Rs. The onus of proof on the eligibility of a kart or engine lies with the Entrant. Failure to produce documentation when requested will entail rejection of the entry. 

19.2
Every competitor will be allowed to scrutineer a maximum of 3 engines and 2 chassis

All engines will be sealed by the Scrutineers. 

A Sealing Nut with a 3 m.m. hole drilled through it is to be fitted on the cylinder head to allow fitting of an engine seal. 

(a)
Engines with integral cylinder head and head studs.
One Sealing Nut and a 3 m.m. hole drilled in a cylinder head fin to allow fitting of a seal.

(b) Engines with head studs independent of cylinder studs.

One Sealing Nut and a 3 m.m. hole drilled in a cylinder head fin to allow fitting of a seal. One cylinder to crankcase nut to be also replaced with a nut with a 3 m.m. hole to allow sealing.

(c)
Water cooled engines.


Two head studs to be replaced by Sealing Nuts.

If the seal is broken or lost during a race, the Scrutineers are to be immediately informed and fresh seals applied. Any seal that is broken or missing before Practice, Time Trials or a race will entail immediate exclusion from the meeting. No equipment may be exchanged between competitors and offenders will be excluded from the meeting. Changing of chassis, engine and engine/chassis unit is forbidden between the start and finish of any race.

19.3
Protective clothing must be CIK approved and must be produced at the time of scrutineering. Note: Only the following helmet standards are acceptable:

· Snell Foundation 1990-SA, 1995-SA, K-98 and SA2000 (U.S.A.)

· British Standards Institution A-type and A/FR-type BS 6658-85, including amendments.

· SFI Foundation Inc., Spec. SFI 31.1 and 31.2 (U.S.A.)

19.4 Tyres

· Except for Formula 100 and Formula 125, only 1 set of slick tyres plus two spare tyres and 1 set of wet tyres plus one spare tyre.

· Formula 100 and Formula 125 competitors will be allowed to scrutineer 2 sets of slick tyres plus two spare tyres, and 2 sets of wet tyres plus two spare tyres. However, only one set of tyres may be taken out of the tyre impound area at any one time. One set shall be used for Time Trials and Heats, and the second set for the Pre-Finals and Finals. 

· If at any time there is a need for the spare tyre(s), an equivalent number of tyres, (front or rear), must be returned to the Scrutineers. These returned tyres cannot be reused.

19.5
Bodywork in compliance with CIK Technical regulations is mandatory.  

19.5 Any karts involved in an accident at any time must be presented to the Scrutineers for rescrutineering before returning to the circuit.  The Scrutineers reserve the right to impound any kart for rescrutineering after a race to verify compliance with the regulations.

19.6 Weights
Weights given for the various classes are the absolute minima and there is no tolerance. Any infringement found during a random check at the end of a race or anytime during the event shall result in the driver being excluded from that particular Time Trial, Heat, or Race.
All karts and drivers will be weighed during Scrutineering and after Time Trials, all Heats, Pre-Final and the Final. Karts that do not cross the Finish Line at the end of a race may not be required to be weighed.

· Only Scrutineers and Officials are permitted in the weighing area. No mechanics are permitted anywhere near their karts until after weighing. 

· No solid, liquid or gaseous matter or substance is permitted to be added or given  to a kart or driver from the time of the dropping of the chequered flag and the weighing of the kart and driver.

· No kart or driver is permitted to leave the weighing area without the authorisation of the Chief Scrutineer.

Any infringement of these provisions relating to the weighing procedures may entail the exclusion of the driver and kart concerned.
20.
Grid Position            


Grid positions for the first heat in each class will be by Timed Practice. All karts in a class will be allowed out together for a 15 minute Timed Practice, during which every lap will be timed. The fastest lap time for the kart during the session will determine the grid position. Grid position in the subsequent Heats will be by the finishing position in the previous Heat.  The grid position for the pre-final in each class will be determined from the total points scored in the heats with the lowest points scorer in grid number one.  The grid position for the Final in each class will be determined by the finishing position in the Pre-Final. The starting order shall be 2-2-2.
21.
Point Scoring and  Determination of  Winners


The Kart Prix winner in each class will be determined from 2 heats (Formula 100, 3 heats), a Pre-Final and a Final. Points will be awarded for finishing positions in the heats thus: 1st – 0 points, 2nd – 2 points, 3rd – 3 points and so forth. At the end of the heats, the points will be totalled up with the competitor with the lowest points being in the pole position for the Pre-Final, and the grid positions being filled up to the maximum of karts allowed on the circuit, unless there are more entries in a class than the grid is permitted to take, in which case Rule 21 will apply. The result of the pre-final race will determine the grid position for the final race.  The overall winner for the day will be the winner of the final race of each class.  For the purpose of points scoring in the heats, any driver that does not complete a heat will be credited with the number of laps he actually completed and his position will be determined after all race finishers have been placed.  If a driver does not compete in a Heat for whatever reason, he will be credited with the same number of points plus two of the number of entrants in the heat.

22.
Start Procedure        


All starts will be rolling type.  At the beginning of each race, the karts will be formed in a dummy grid and instructed to proceed on their rolling lap(s).  It is the onus of the first two karts on the grid to maintain a reasonable speed so that other drivers can form up.  If there are repeated false starts caused by karts moving out of formation or jumping the start, the Clerk of Course will stop the starting procedure with a Red Flag and with the consent of the Stewards of the Meet inflict a 10 second penalty on the offending driver(s) before restarting.

Each race will be limited to the maximum number of karts permitted for the track.

23.
False Starts and Penalties
A yellow line will be drawn 25 m from the Start line and no competitor is permitted to accelerate or change his grid position before crossing this line. 

Penalty for infringement of this rule shall be 10 seconds added to the total race time for the offending kart.
24.
Rules of the Road        


(a) Once a kart is on the circuit, whether in practice or during the race, no outside assistance is permitted. An Official of the meet may assist a driver to move a stalled kart out of a dangerous position but will not assist to restart.  Drivers receiving assistance from any Pit Crew on the circuit during the race will be disqualified from that race and will incur a maximum point penalty.

(b) It is forbidden to use any route other than the track used for the race. Any kart having left the track with all four wheels shall:

(i) rejoin the track at the nearest point of exit from it with relative safety

(ii) not rejoin the track until it is safe to do so

Should a kart rejoin the track and in so doing gain a position(s), the driver must return to his/her original position within one lap. 

Violation of this rule will incur a 10 second penalty.
25.
Crew Conduct          


The onus of responsibility for the conduct of crew will at all times be on the Entrant.  Any misbehaviour on the part of the crew will not be tolerated and the driver will be liable to exclusion from the event for any breach of these regulations or refusal to obey instructions from officials of the meet.  No crew are permitted on the circuit at any time without the express permission of the Clerk of the Course.  Once the rolling lap has commenced, all crew must return to the Pits or Paddock.  Smoking in the Pits is forbidden.  The Organiser reserves the right to refuse entry for any member of a Pit Crew into the circuit, Pits and Paddock and all areas under its jurisdiction without assigning a reason.  Failure to comply with such a request will render the driver liable to exclusion from the event.

The drinking of any alcoholic beverages or intoxication by any other means (e.g narcotics) is absolutely forbidden and any driver or crew found guilty of such an offence will incur the immediate exclusion of the driver from the competition and removal from the track, and referral to the A.A.M. for further sanctions. 

The Organisers reserve the right to conduct doping checks at any time during the course of the meeting in accordance with the relevant FIA/CIK and IOC Regulations.

26.
Stopping the Race    


Should it be deemed necessary to stop the race due to an accident and on grounds of safety or any other reason, the Red Flag shall be shown by the Clerk of Course at the Start Line and all other Flag Marshals shall show a Red Flag to indicate the race has been stopped. All drivers will immediately stop racing and continue towards the Start Line, being prepared to stop at any point as requested by an Official.  The result of stopping the race is as follows:

(a)
Should 75% of the race be completed, it shall be deemed a race and the result will be the finishing order at the end of the lap preceding the stopping.

(b) Should less than 2 laps have been completed, the race shall be re-run in full and the 1st start be null and void.

(c) Should more than 2 laps but less than 75% of the race been completed, the race will be restarted with the race distance being the original race distance less the laps completed by the race leader before the signal was given to stop was given. 

(d) Only those drivers who took part in the original start will be eligible for the re-start and then only if they were still running when the race was stopped or if they had gone into the pits before the stop under their own power.

(e) The grid for the re-started race will be arranged in the race order at the end of the lap, one lap prior to that during which the signal to stop was given.

(f) Refuelling and repairs will be allowed to be carried out in the interval before the re-start.

(g) The re-start shall take place at least 30 minutes after the stopping of the race.

27.
Finish                      


The Chequered Flag will be dropped as the winner crosses the Finish Line and will be held stationery until the last driver completes the lap he is on.  To be classified as a Finisher, a kart must cross the Finish Line under its own power with the driver seated in the normal driving position, not more than one minute after the fall of the Chequered Flag, and must have covered not less than half the race distance.

28.
Protests                      


Any protest must be made in accordance with the NCR 192, 193 & 194 and shall be addressed to the Clerk of the Course for immediate transmission to the Stewards of the Meeting.

29.
Posting of Results     


Results of each race will be announced over the public address system as soon as possible after such race and at the same time will be posted publicly at the Race Control and Paddock.  Results will be considered official half an hour after posting provided there are no protests.

30.
Postponement            


At the discretion of the Organiser, the meeting or part may be postponed or cancelled.  In the event of complete cancellation or postponement of more than 48 hours, entrants will have no right to claim against the Organiser for loss or expenses incurred.

31.
Advertising               


Advertising is permitted on karts and driver’s apparel including helmets, overalls and jackets, provided that the placing of such advertisements in no way obscures or affects the legibility of competition numbers.  The Organiser reserves the right to remove or obliterate any advertisement that they consider in bad taste or conflicts with any of the race sponsors.  The Organiser will indicate the positioning of sponsors decals and these decals shall not be placed anywhere else.   If this space is not made available, the Organiser reserves the right to remove or obliterate any existing decals in order to attach the decals of the meet sponsors.

32.
Competition Licence  


(a)
All  drivers must be in possession of  a valid Novice, National or International Karting Licence issued by the A.A.M. for  the year. Any Novice licence holder with less than 4 signatures will not be permitted to compete.
(b)
Overseas competitors must be in possession of a valid International Karting Grade A, B or C Licence issued by their A.S.N. for the year together with a release letter or the entry form endorsed by the A.S.N.

NOTE: ALL LICENCES ARE TO BE HANDED IN TO THE SECRETARY OF THE MEETING IMMEDIATELY AFTER SCRUTINEERING FOR SAFE KEEPING.

Flag Signals




The following signals will be used:

Green Light

Start of race or practice

Blue Flag
Waved to indicate that a driver wishes to overtake, let him pass.

Yellow Flag     
Danger, slow down, it is forbidden to overtake.  If waved – extreme danger, be prepared to stop.
