6. DEAD HEATS

6.1 If two or more Drivers finish the season with the same number of points, the 

higher place in the Championship (in either case) will be awarded:

i. to the holder of the greatest number of first places;

ii. if the number of first or second is the same, the holder of the greatest number of third and so on until a winner emerges;
iii. if this procedure fails to produce a result, the IMI will nominate the winner according to such criteria as it deems fit.
7. ELIGIBLE DRIVERS

A. Any person of legal entity holding a valid International ‘C’ competition licence for Karting issued by the respective ASNs for the current year is eligible.

B. All competition licence holders from the Asian Zone must hold a ‘no objection certificate’ from their National Sporting Authority or obtain its stamp on the entry form when the event is held outside the country where their licences are issued.

8. ELIGIBLE KARTS AND EQUIPMENT


8.1 ROTAX MAX SENIOR/MASTERS

A. Chassis

Must conform to CIK requirement for karts for short circuit racing. Maximum diameter of chassis tubing 32.0mm, round tubing only. Rear axle maximum diameter: 50mm. Only one chassis allowed per driver.

B. Engine

Only Rotax FR125 MAX is permitted. The engine is a single cylinder, liquid cooled, reed valve two strokes. Engines will be marked and sealed at scrutineering.

All engines are issued with an official identity card. It is the competitors’ responsibility to ensure that the numbers inscribed on the engine and seal must correspond with those on the identity card at all times. Only authorised dealers will be issued with seals for use during maintenance of the engines. The identity card must be filled in and signed by the authorised distributor. The engine must be presented at scrutineering with the official class seal intact and the identity card lodged with the scrutineers. The card must be collected by the competitor at the end of the race meeting. Should a seal become damaged, loose or lost during racing it must be reported to the scrutineers before leaving Parc Ferme. The scrutineers may at their discretion re-seal the engine. The new seal number must be entered in the engine’s identity card and signed by the scrutineer.
The engine and its ancillaries may not be modified in any way and must conform to the official Technical Specifications issued by Bombardier-Rotax GmbH. The engine must be raced in standard form as manufactured by Rotax. Filing, grinding, polishing, surface treating, machining or lightening of any components is expressly forbidden. The addition of material to any components is not allowed. All parts used in or on the engine must be original manufactured or source except where expressly allowed. The engine must be used with air box, carburettor, fuel pump, radiator, wiring loom, ignition system and exhaust system as supplied by the manufacturer. The radiator must be fitted to the right hand side of the engine using standard hoses and connections supplied by Rotax. ANYTHING WHICH IS NOT EXPRESSILY ALLOWED IS FORBIDDEN.

C. Carburetor

Dell’orto VHSB 34 QD or QS stamped in the housing of the carburettor. All parts of the carburettor including the body must not to be modified and run as supplied from the manufacturer. The only adjustments allowed are the main jet, external airscrew and needle position on the four grooves provided. Needle jet atomizer FN266, Jet needle K27 or K98, Float marked with “gr 5.2”’ Slide 40, Idle Jet stamped with digits “30”’ Idle Jet inserted with digits “30”, Start Jet stamped with the digits “60”. Settings of the carburettor adjustment screws are free.
D. Intact Silincer

The airbox supplied with the engine must be unmodified and used with its filter in place.

i. In dry race conditions, the airbox MUST be positioned with the inlet trumpets to the bottom of the box.

ii. In wet conditions, i.e. when declared a wet race the airbox may be fitted in any position.
iii. If the meeting is declared open, karts on wet tyres – position free. Karts on dry tyres – position as in dry.
E. Brake

Hydraulic disc brakes operating on the rear wheels only. Front brakes are not permitted.

F. Exhaust System

The exhaust system and silencer may not be modified in any way except for the pop rivets securing the silencer and plate may be replaced with screws. The use of a jubilee clip to secure the end of the pop plate rivets or screws is allowed. It is permitted to paint the exhaust system with black paint and to replace the sound absorption material to retain its efficiency. The use of any other coating or plating is not allowed. Standard exhaust couplings must be used.

G. Transmission

Direct from the engine to the rear axle via a single length of chain. The clutch supplied with the engine must be used with its standard components. No modifications are allowed.

H. Tyres

The only tyres allowed are Bridgestone slick tyres, type YGK 

Front: 4.5 x 10.0 – 5

Rear: 7.1 x 11.0 – 5

Bridgestone YGR Wet tyres Type 

Front: 4.0 x 10.0 – 5

Rear: 6.0 x 11.0 – 5

Strictly, no modifications or tyre treatment allowed

Drivers must have at least celebrated their 16th birthday before the first race in 2005.

K. Number plates

Black plates with white numbers.

L. General Obligations

All Drivers taking part in this category must surrender their engine card and personal ID at registration. Competitors who do not have an ID must obtain one from the Rotax Distributor of their country in order to score points, failing which no points will be credited.

8.2 ROTAX MAX JUNIOR

     A. Chassis

Must conform to CIK requirement for karts for short circuit racing. Maximum diameter of chassis tubing 32.0mm, round tubing only. Rear axle maximum diameter: 50mm. Only one chassis allowed per driver.

B.  Engine

Only Rotax FR125 JUNIOR MAX is permitted. The Junior Max adheres to the Senior Max FR125 Max fiche plus extensions for the Junior including the cylinder and carburettor differences. The cylinder is to be of Non-Power valve type. The engine is a single cylinder, liquid cooled, reed valve two stroke. All engines must be sealed between the cylinder, crankcase, cylinder head and the reed valve block with an official seal to prevent modifications.

An engine cut out switch is mandatory. The switch must be located as such that it is possible for the driver normally seated in his driving position to trigger it.

Clutch: CIK-FIA homologated dry centrifugal clutch. The engine clutch must be triggered at 5000 rpm maximum and make the kart with the driver on board move forward. An efficient protection (made of cast aluminium) covering the centrifugal clutch but leaving free access to the chain or belt must be fitted. Drivers have to ensure that at post scrutineering, the protector is intact or otherwise will entails disqualification. The starter system must be electric and may be on board.

Exhaust must be CIK/FIA homologated. One per engine model. Exhaust pipe to include two lugs for sealing and to bear the CIK -FIA homologation number.

C
Carburettor with CIK Homologated Inlet Silencer.

CIK-FIA homologated butterfly type, with a center spindle and a maximum venturi diameter of 24mm. It is allowed to add a duct with an internal diameter of 3.25mm maximum to the main body of the fuel pump in order to permit the connection of the carburettor to the engine crankcase pressure duct. It is mandatory to put a CIK Homologated inlet silencer.

Volume of Combustion Chamber 12cc. Squish 1.2 mm at a minimum on all points.

     C.  The eligibility of the karts taking part in the Championship will be checked

           by the Chief Scrutineer and his assistants who shall not be required to 

give any reason for a decision they may take, but may at their absolute 

discretion require a Driver to comply with their request. Drivers electing 

not to so will be reported to the Stewards who will apply sanction that may go as far as  exclusion from the Event.

      D. No kart will be allowed to participate in any part of the Event unless it has 

 
been checked and passed by the Scrutineers.

      E. Any kart, which after being passed by the Scrutineers, is dismantled, 

modified or mended in a way that might affect its safety or call into question its eligibility, or which is involved in an accident with similar consequences, must be re-presented for scrutineering approval.  

      F. The Scrutineers reserve the right to impound any kart for re-scrutineering    

          after the Qualifying Practice, Heats or Pre-Final to verify compliance with 
          the Technical Regulations.

      G. During the scrutineering, engines and/or other components will be marked  

           and sealed and if the seal is broken or lost during a race, the Scrutineers 
          are to be notified immediately and fresh seal applied. Any seal that is 
          broken or missing before Practice, Qualifying Practice or a race in the final 
          phase will entail immediate exclusion from the meeting.

     H. Unless a waiver is granted by the Stewards in a particular circumstances, 
          Drivers and Entrants who do

          not keep their time limits imposed will not be allowed to take part in the 
          Event.

      I. All Drivers will be allowed to scrutineer a maximum of 2 engines and 1 
        chassis, 5 slicks and 5 wet tyres. Only five slick and five wet tyres are 
        permitted to be use throughout the whole meeting. The driver may submit 
        one complete set of each during scrutineering and elect either one front or 
        one rear tyre for replacement any time during the competition. However, this 
        tyre must be inspected and marked by the Scrutineers before they are 
        allowed to be used.

     J. At any time during a Race meet, the Scrutineers may:

         (i). check the eligibility of the kart or the Driver’s equipment;

         (ii). require a kart to be dismounted by the Entrant to make sure that the  

               conditions of eligibility and conformity are fully satisfied;

         (iii). require an Entrant to supply them with such parts or samples, as they 
                may deemed necessary.

15.  WEIGHING
    A.  All karts and drivers after completing the Official time practice, Heats, Pre-

         final and Final will proceed to the weighing area for weighing.

   B.  The weighing scale of the Organisers used throughout each Event shall be      

        final and binding and any karts and drivers having found to be under the   

        required weight will result in disqualification from the race concerned.

  C.  No crew will be allowed to enter the weighing area and assist the Driver.  

       Anyone caught assisting or handing items to the Drivers may result in the 

       exclusion of the Driver concerned. Only after completion of the weighing will 

       the service crew be allowed to take away the kart. Karts that do not cross the 

       Finish Line or taken the Chequered flag at the end of a Race will not be 

       required to be weighed.

16. GENERAL SAFETY

A.
During Qualifying Practice, the Qualifying Heats and the race(s) of the final phase, the kart may be restarted only by the Driver himself, except if he restarts from the Repairs Area. The Driver may not receive any outside help on the track during the running of an Event, except in Repairs Area, which he may reach only by his own means.  

B.
Any repairs with tools are banned outside the Repairs area. It is forbidden to take any tools and/or spare parts on board the kart. Refuelling is allowed only in the repair area.

C.
If a Driver is faced with mechanical problems during Practice, the Qualifying Heats and the race(s) of the final phase, he/she must evacuate the track as soon as possible for safety reasons.

D.
If a Driver is involved in a collision, he/she must not leave the circuit without the Stewards’ agreement.

E.
In the case of rain, the Clerk of the Course may declare a WET RACE. The choice of tyres will be left to the Drivers. However, the Clerk of the Course reserves the right to use the black flag if he deems that a Driver’s kart is fitted with the wrong set of tyres and that the Driver is too slow or dangerous to other Drivers.

F.
It is strictly forbidden for Drivers to drive their karts in a direction opposite that of a race, unless this is strictly necessary to remove the kart from a dangerous situation.

G.
During the Event and at the order of the Clerk of the Course or the Race Director, a Driver who breaches the Technical Regulations, except during the final lap, must stop in the Repairs Area and remedy the breach before rejoining the track.

H.
Crew (Mechanics) conduct:

(i). The responsibility for the conduct of the crew will at all times be on the 

     Entrant. Any misbehaviour on the part of the crew will not be tolerated  

     and the Driver will be liable to be fined up to USD500.00 and/or 

     excluded from the event for any breach of these regulations or refusal 

     to obey instructions from officials of the meet. No crew is permitted on 

     the circuit at any time without the express permission of the Clerk of 

     the Course. Once the rolling lap has commenced, all crew must return 

     to the Pits or Paddock. Smoking in the Pits is forbidden. The Organiser 

     reserves the right to refuse entry for any member of a Pit Crew into the 

     circuit, Pits and Paddock and all areas under its jurisdiction without 

     assigning a reason. Failure to comply with such a request will render 

     the Driver liable to exclusion from the event.

(ii). THE DRINKING OF ANY ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES OR INTOXICATION BY ANY   

       OTHER MEANS (e.g. NARCOTICS) IS ABSOLUTELY FORBIDDEN AND ANY 

       DRIVER AND CREW FOUND GUILTY OF SUCH AN OFFENCE WILL BE 

       IMMEDIATELY EXCLUDED FROM THE COMPETITION AND REMOVED FROM 

       THE TRACK. THE ORGANISER RESERVES THE RIGHTS TO CONDUCT 

       DOPING TESTS AS PER CIK-FIA REGULATIONS.
17. 
NUMBER OF KARTS ALLOWED ON THE TRACK

The number of karts allowed on the track for each Race shall be 36.

18. 
RUNNING OF THE EVENT

A. Each Round will comprise of a non-Qualifying Practice, Qualifying 

    Practice, Qualifying Heats and a final phase as a minimum.

B. Qualifying Practice:

(i). for Drivers who have passed scrutineering. Any lap fully covered is  

     timed. Any ties will be decided by the 2nd best time set by each 

    Driver, and so on.


C. Final phase of the Race:


     (i). The Championship will comprise of two races in the final phase 

                     named “Pre-Final” and “Final”. From the starting signal to the 

                     Chequered flag, the distances of the Pre-Final and Final will be 

                     equal to the minimum number of full laps necessary for covering the 

                     respective distances of 15 and 25 km. The Chequered flag will be 

          shown to the leading kart when it crosses the Line at the end of the   

          lap on which the distance is completed.

19.
STARTING GRID

A. Grid positions for the Heats will be determined by Qualifying Practice.    

    All karts will be allowed out together for a 10 minutes Qualifying 

    Practice, during which time every lap will be timed.  The fastest lap time 

    for the kart during the session will determine the grid position.  


B. Grid position in the subsequent Heats will be determined by the 

    finishing position of the previous Heat and for the Pre-final, the grid  

    position will be determined from the total points scored in the   

    combination of Heats (1 and 2) with the lowest points scorer in the 

    number one position.

C. Points awarded for the finishing classification in the Heats (1 and 2) as    

     follows:


    1st = o point.
 
2nd = 2 points

3rd = 3 points


    4th = 4th points
5th = 5 points

6th = 6 points

D. At the end of the Heats, the points will be totaled up with the lowest   

    points competitor being in the pole position for the Pre-final and the next 

    lower points in 2nd position, 3rd position and so forth.

E. Should any Drivers share the same points total after the completion of 

    the two Heats, the grid position will be awarded to the holder of the 

    greatest number of higher placing.

F. The result of the Pre-final race will determine the grid position for the   

     Final race. The starting order shall be 2-2-2-2.

G. For the purpose of points scoring in the Heats, any driver that does not 

     complete a Heat will be credited with the number of laps he actually 

     completed and his position will be determined after all the race 

     finishers have been placed.

H. If a Driver does not compete in a Heat for whatsoever reason, he will   

     be credited with the same number of points of the last placed finisher 

     plus two additional points and his position will be determined after all 

     the race finishers and non-finishers have been placed.

20.
STARTING PROCEDURE
A. The start signal shall be given by means of lights. Should under unforeseen circumstances when the lights are not in working order, the flags shall be used.

B. All starts will be rolling type.  Drivers in the race will be released from the Parc Ferme area and will drive at a reasonable speed to the starting grid. The grid shall be made up of two lines of karts, in the starting order that will be positioned by the grid marshals.

C. To give the start, the Race Director (or, failing that the Clerk of the Course) shall be  placed on a platform located at least 5 metres from the trackside and behind a permanent protecting barrier.

D. A Yellow Line shall be painted 25m ahead of the Start Line and no Driver is permitted to overtake or change grid position or accelerate before crossing that line. For rolling starts, this Yellow Line will also be materialised by row of soft cones (1 cones on each side and 4 cones placed on the centre of the track).

E. As soon as the Clerk of the Course or the Race Director indicates with the green flag that the karts may take the start, the Drivers may no longer receive any outside help.

F. Karts will cover approximately one Formation Lap before the start may be given. It is forbidden to overtake another Driver under the pain of a penalty inflicted by the Stewards (10 seconds from the Heat).

G. Karts will cover approximately one Formation Lap before the start may be given. It is forbidden to overtake another Driver under the pain of a penalty inflicted by the Stewards (10 seconds from the Heat).

H. In the case of rolling starts, a Driver who is delayed will have the possibility of regaining his grid position only if this manoeuvre does not impede other Drivers and in all cases before having the starting area materialised by the cones.

I. The Clerk of the Course or the Race Director will give the start as soon as he is satisfied with the formation.

J. In the case of repeated false starts, the Clerk of the Course or the Race Director, acting as a Judge of Fact, may stop the starting procedure by means of the red flag and inform the Stewards, who will be entitled to inflict the offending Drivers a penalty according of Article 2.24 of the General Prescriptions. A new start may be given immediately.

K. Any attempts to jump start the start or delay it shall be sanctioned of Article 2.24 of the General Prescriptions.

L. As soon as the start has been given, racing conditions are applied and, irrelevant of the position of a kart on the track, it is forbidden to give it any assistance, except for parking it to a safe location.

M. The approach to the Rolling lap(s) would be announced by signal boards showing 3 minute, 1minute and 30seconds prior to the start:

(i). 3 Minute Board - everyone have to vacate the Grid area except drivers,  

      officials and 1 team member;

(ii). 1 Minute Board - everyone except drivers must vacate the Grid area;

(iii). 30 Seconds Board - all engines have to be started and karts must 

        remain in the starting order positions.

N. When the 30seconds are up, a Green flag shall be waved by the 

    Starting Official signaling the start of the Rolling lap(s). It is the onus of 

    the first two karts on the grid to maintain a reasonable speed so that 

    other drivers can form up.

O. Jump Start:

(i). A “Jump Start” will be deemed to have occurred when a kart crosses 

     the Start line ahead of his/her prescribed grid position at the start of the 

     race.

(ii). The penalty will be 15 seconds, which will be added to the total race    

      time of the Driver concerned.

21. 
STOPPING A RACE

A. Should it become necessary to stop the Race or Practice because the  

     circuit is blocked by an accident or because weather or other 

     conditions make it dangerous to continue, only the Clerk of the Course 

     or his deputy shall order a red flag to be shown on the Start Line. 

     Simultaneously, red flags will be shown at Marshals’ posts provided 

     with these flags. If the signal to stop racing is given:

     (i).  during Practice, all karts shall immediately reduce speed and go 

           directly to the Parc Ferme.

     (ii). during Qualifying Heats, all karts shall immediately reduce speed 

           and go directly to the Start/Finish line. All the original starting 

           drivers will be entitled to take part in the re-start.

     (iii). During a Race of the final phase, all karts shall immediately reduce 

            speed and go directly to the Start/Finish line. Only those drivers 

            who have crossed the Finish line on the lap prior to the stopping 

            drivers may take part in the re-start.

B. The procedure to be followed varies according to the number of laps 

     completed by the Race leader before the signal to stop was given:

     (i). 75% or more of the distance scheduled for Race (rounded up to the 

          nearest higher whole number of laps). The karts shall go directly to 

          the Parc Ferme and the Race will be deemed to have finished when 

          the leading kart crossed the Line at the end of the lap prior to that 

          during which the Race was stopped. Full points will be awarded.
     (ii). if less than 2 laps have been covered, a new start will be given 

          within 30 minutes after presentation of the red flag. The length of 

         the new Race will be the full original Race distance. The original 

         start will be deemed null and void. No points will be awarded.

     (iii). more than 2 laps but less than 75% of the distance scheduled for 

the Race (rounded up to the nearest higher whole number of laps). If the Race can be started, the length of the new Race will be equal to the difference between the scheduled numbers of laps and the number of laps covered. The Drivers who have crossed the Finish Line at the end of the lap prior to that on which the Race was stopped and those who were in the Repairs Area (except in a final phase Race) when the red flag was shown will be allowed to take the new start, either in the original kart, or with a reserve kart. Should a new start not be possible, half the points will be awarded.  
22.
RESTARTING A RACE


A. Working on the karts will be allowed only in the Pit area; it will even 

    also be allowed the use of spare engine provided they have passed 

    scrutineering in the Pitting area. Refuelling will be allowed.

B. Grid positions will be determined by the finishing order at the end of the 
    lap before the one on which the Race was stopped.

C.The result of a Race which has been stopped and restarted is the    

   addition of the times of the stopped race and those of the race held 

   after the restart.

23. 
FINISH


A. The signal indicating the end of the Race shall be given on the Line as 

               soon as the leading kart has covered either the full race distance or the 

               greatest distance during the time scheduled for the Race.


B. Should, for any reason the signal indicating the end of the Race be 

               given before the leading kart completes the scheduled number of laps 

               or before the prescribed time has elapsed, the Race will be deemed to 

               have finished when the leading kart last crossed the Line before the 

               signal was given. Should the signal indicating the end of the race be 

               delayed for any reason, the Race will be deemed to have finished 

               when, under normal circumstances, the end of the race would have 

               been decided if there had been no delay.


C. After having received the signal indicating the end of the Race, all karts 

               shall go directly to the Parc Ferme, without stopping and without any 

               help (except that of marshals if necessary).

               Any classified karts unable to reach the Parc Ferme by its own means 

               will be placed under the exclusive control of Marshals, who will 

               supervise the taking of the kart to the Parc Ferme in a regular manner.

D. To be classified as a Finisher, a kart must cross the Finish Line under 

     its own power.
24. 
FINAL CONTROL
A. As soon as the Chequered flag is displayed (Finish), the Parc Ferme 

     regulations will apply. The karts shall be driven slowly to the Parc 

     Ferme area. The Scrutineers shall carry out a thorough check to verify:
     (i). its weight as specified under their category;

     (ii). its conformity of the karts submitted at the pre-scrutineering and the 

           Technical Regulations as specified for in the Regulations;

     (iii). if there is cause to impose any of the penalties as provided for.


B. The number of karts to be scrutineered will be at the discretion of the 

                organisers.
25. 
GENERAL OBLIGATIONS


A. FUEL;

    Solely a mixture of commercial fuel and oil on sale commercially.  By 

    commercial fuel it is meant a motor fuel produced by an oil company 

    and currently distributed at roadside refilling stations throughout the 

    country, on sale commercially and including no other additives.  All fuel 

    must be surrendered by the drivers to the Scrutineers at the Parc 

    Ferme for storage. All drivers are required to mix the fuel with the 2T oil 

    of their own choice at Parc Ferme. Only unopened cans of 2T oil will be 

    accepted by the Scrutineers. Unused 2T oil will be marked with the 

    drivers’ name and competition number and kept at Parc Ferme together 

    with their fuel. There will be random fuel testing conducted by the 

    Scrutineers. Anyone caught using illegal fuel or additives will be 

    disqualified.

B. Control of driver’s helmet and equipment;

     Inspection will take place at scrutineering as per schedule as    

     announced in the Bulletins for each round of the Championship.

C. Apparel and Helmet

     Protective clothing must be CIK approved.

     Standard of helmets acceptable as follows:

     (i). Snell Foundation  1995-SA, K-98 and SA2000 (USA)

     (ii). British Standards Institution A-type and A/FR-type BS6658-85, 

           including amendments SFI Foundation Inc., Spec. SFI 31.1 and 

           31.2 (USA).

D. Data Logging

     Any data acquisition device for recording and displaying of any data is  

     allowed.

E. INSURANCE

     All competitors are covered for Public Liability under a Master Policy 

     held by the Organisers for a limited amount of Rp1,000,000.00 for 

     each round of the Series.

    The duration of the coverage comes into effect from the start of the    

    official practice till the end of the final race of the meet.

F. ADVERTISING

    Advertising is permitted on karts and driver’s apparel including helmets 

    and overalls provided that it does not encroach upon the spaces 

    reserved for plates and competition numbers or conflict with any of the 
    race sponsors. The Organiser will have the right to indicate the  

    positioning of compulsory sponsors’ decals which shall not be placed 
    anywhere else.
G. The Organisers reserve the right to remove or obliterate any

     advertising that they consider not appropriate and as follows:
     (i). it is not authorised by the ASN, the national laws and CIK/FIA 

          regulations;

     (ii). it is likely to give offence or bad taste;

     (iii). it is of political or religious in nature.

26. 
FINAL CLASSIFICATIONS


A. The classification is provisional at the end of the race and final results 

     will be confirmed by the Stewards of the Meet 30 minutes after the 

     posting of the provisional results.

B. Provisional classifications may be issued at the end of each race in 

    accordance with the programme.

C. Any disputes shall be examined by the Stewards of the Meeting whose  

    decision is final.

D. For the final classification of the Championship, the results of all the 

    rounds will be taken into account.

27.
INSTRUCTIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS TO ENTRANTS

All classifications and results of practice, the qualifying Heats and the race(s) of the final phase, as well as any decisions of the Officials of the Event will be posted on the official posting board.

28. 
INCIDENTS


A. Any Driver or Drivers having involved in any incidents stated below, 

               that is reported to the Stewards by the Clerk of the Course or the Race 

               Director must not leave the circuit without the Stewards’ agreement:


    (i). violated these Sporting Regulations;

    
    (ii). had jumped start;


    (iii). had not respected flag signaling;

               (iv). have caused one or several karts to take a false start;

               (v).  have caused a collision;

               (vi). have caused another Driver out of the track;


    (vii). have illegally prevented a legitimate passing manoeuvre by a 

                      Driver

(viii). have illegally impeded another Driver during a passing     

        manoeuvre.


B. The Stewards shall inflict a 10-second time penalty on any Driver 

     having caused an incident. If the incident was caused during a 

     Qualifying Practice session, they shall proceed to the cancellation of 

   the three fastest times which he/she achieved in the session concerned. 

   However, considering its serious nature, the Stewards may decide 

   instead of the 10-second time penalty, of a sanction among those 

   provided for penalty scale of Article 153 of the Code.
