Air-cooled by natural airflow series production single cylinder engine with piston port intake and without a gearbox, homologated by CIK-FIA and complying with the Technical Regulations of CIK. An engine cut out switch is mandatory. The switch must be located as such that it is possible for the driver normally seated in his driving position to trigger it.

Clutch: CIK-FIA homologated dry centrifugal clutch. The engine clutch must be triggered at 5000 rpm maximum and make the kart with the driver on board move forward. An efficient protection (made of cast aluminium) covering the centrifugal clutch but leaving free access to the chain or belt must be fitted. Drivers have to ensure that at post scrutineering, the protector is intact or otherwise will entails disqualification. The starter system must be electric and may be on board.

Exhaust must be CIK/FIA homologated. One per engine model. Exhaust pipe to include two lugs for sealing and to bear the CIK -FIA homologation number.

c.
Carburettor with CIK Homologated Inlet Silencer.

CIK-FIA homologated butterfly type, with a center spindle and a maximum venturi diameter of 24mm. It is allowed to add a duct with an internal diameter of 3.25mm maximum to the main body of the fuel pump in order to permit the connection of the carburettor to the engine crankcase pressure duct. It is mandatory to put a CIK Homologated inlet silencer.

Volume of Combustion Chamber 12cc. Squish 1.2 mm at a minimum on all points.

ROTAX MAX - SENIORS/MASTERS.

This class endeavours to provide, at Club level, performance approaching that of conventional 100cc racing karts combined with low running costs and low noise levels. It is expected that the class will continue to evolve during its early life and the promoters reserve the rights to alter the technical regulations at short notice to ensure safety of drivers, fairness of competition, economy and the wishes of competitors. Reference Technical Specifications issued 01-2005.

a.
Chassis
Chassis must be CIK homologated or sanctioned by the authorised Rotax Distributor. Maximum diameter of chassis tubing 32.0 mm rounds tubing only. Rear axle maximum diameter: 50mm. Only one chassis allowed per driver.

b.
Engine
The only engine permitted in this class is the Rotax FR125 MAX. This engine is a single cylinder, liquid cooled, reed valve two strokes. All engines must be sealed between cylinder, crankcases, cylinder head and reed valve block with an official Rotax seal to prevent modification.

All engines are issued with an official identity card. It is the competitor’s responsibility to ensure that the numbers inscribed on the engine and seal must correspond with those on the identity card at all times. Only authorised dealers will be issued with seals for use during maintenance of the engines. The identity card must be filled in and signed by the authorised distributor. The engine must be presented at scrutineering with the official class seal intact and the identity card lodged with the scrutineers. The card must be collected by the competitor at the end of the race meeting. Should a seal become damaged, loose or lost during racing it must be reported to the scrutineers before leaving Parc Ferme. The scrutineers may at his discretion re-seal the engine. The new seal number must be entered in the engine’s identity card and signed by the scrutineer.

The engine and its ancillaries may not be modified in any way and must conform to the official Technical Specifications. The engine must be raced in standard form as manufactured by Rotax. Filing, grinding, polishing, surface treating, machining or lightening of any component is expressly forbidden. The addition of material to any component is not allowed. All parts used in or on the engine must be of original manufacture or source except where expressly allowed. The engine is to be used with air box, carburettor, and fuel pump, radiator, wiring loom, ignition system and exhaust system as supplied by the manufacturer.  The radiator must be fitted to the right hand side of the engine using standard hoses and connections supplied by Rotax. 

c.
Carburettor
Dell’orto VHSB 34QD or VHSB 34QS stamped in the housing of the Carburettor. All parts of the carburettor including the body are to be unmodified and run as supplied from the manufacturer. The only adjustments allowed are the main jet, external airscrew, and needle position on the four grooves provided. Needle jet atomiser FN266. Jet needle K27 or K98. Float marked with “gr 5.2”, Slide 40, Idle jet stamped with the digits “30”, Idle jet insert stamped with digits “30”, Start jet stamped with the digits “60”. Settings of the carburettor adjustment screws are free.

d. INTAKE SILENCER AIR BOX.

The air box supplied with the engine must be unmodified & used with its filter in place.

a. In dry race conditions, the air box MUST be positioned with inlet trumpets to the bottom of the box.

b. In wet conditions i.e. when declared a wet race by the Clerk of the Course, the air box may be fitted in any position.

c. If the meeting is declared open – kart on wet tyres – position free, Kart on dry tyres – position as dry.
e. Exhaust system

The exhaust system and silencer may not be modified in any way except for the pop rivets securing the silencer end plate may be replaced with screws. The use of a jubilee clip to secure the end plate pop rivets or screws is allowed. It is permitted to paint the exhaust system with black paint and replace the sound absorption material to retain its efficiency. The use of any other coating/plating is not allowed. Standard exhaust couplings must be used.

f.
Transmission
Direct from the engine to the rear axle via a single length of chain. The clutch supplied with the engine must be used with its standard components. No modifications allowed.

g.
Brakes

Hydraulic disc brakes operating on rear wheels only. Front brakes are not permitted.

h.
Tyres

The only tyres allowed are Bridgestone YGK slick tyres Type

All drivers will be allowed to scrutineer a maximum of  2 engines and 1 chassis, 5 slicks and 5 wet tyres. Only five slick and five wet tyres are permitted to be used throughout the whole meeting. The driver may submit one complete set of each during Scrutineering and elect either one front or one rear tyre for replacement any time during the competition. However, this tyre must be inspected and marked by the Scrutineers before use.

The use of all systems of telemetry is forbidden.

17.
Race Numbers

Number plates shall be of plastic and rounded corners with 22 cm. sides. Numbers shall be at least 15-cm. high and 2 cm. wide. The number plates must be fitted to the front and rear and must carry NO advertising except that assigned by the Organiser. Number plates that are part of the bodywork must be rimmed by a 10 mm. black line.
CHAPTER 2
-
GENERAL PRESCRIPTIONS

2.1
Genral conditions

A.) It is the Entrant’s responsibility to ensure that all persons concerned by his entry observe all the requirements of the International Sporting code, the Technical Regulations and the Sporting regulations. 

B.) Entrants must ensure that their karts comply with the conditions of eligibility and safety throughout practice and the race.

C.) All persons concerned in any way by an ebtered kart or present in any other capacity whatsoever in the Paddock, Servicing Parks or on the track must wear an appropriate pass at all times.

2.2 Scrutineering and Sporting Checks

A.) During the Initial Scrutineering and Sporting Checks, which will take place on the dates and at the locations specified in the regulations of the event, each driver and each entrant must have all required documents and information available.

B.) Unless a waiver is granted by the Stewards in particular circumstances, Drivers and entrants who do not keep to the time limits imposed will not be allowed to take part in the event.

C.) The Clerk of the Course or the Chief Medical officer may ask a driver to undergo a medical examination at any time during an event.

D.) No kart may participate in an event unless it has been checked by the Scrutineers.

E.) At any time during an event, the Scrutineer may:

 1.) check the eligibility of the ksrt or of the drivers equipment

 2.) require a kart to be dismounted by the entrant to make sure that the conditions of eligibilityand  

      conformity are fully satisfied.

 3.) require an entrant to supply them with such parts or samples as they may deem necessary.

F.) Drivers must present themselves and their kart, together with scrutineering card, protective clothing, equipment and tyres for scrutineering at the scheduled time. Submitting a kart to scrutineering shall be considered as an implicit statement of conformity.

G.) All karts after completing the Official timed practice, Heats, Pre-final and Final will proceed to the weighing area for scrutineering and weighing. No crew will be allowed to enter the weighing area and assist the driver. Anyone caught assisting or handing items to the drivers will result in the exclusion of the driver concerned. Only after completion of the weighing will the service crew be allowed to take away the kart.

A sealing nut with a 3mm hole drilled through it is to be fitted on the cylinder head to allow fitting of an engine seal. This will apply to JICA and Formula 100 Open engines only.

a. Engines with integral cylinder head and head studs


One sealing nut and a 3mm hole drilled in a cylinder head fin to allow fitting of a seal.

b. Engines with head studs independent of cylinder studs


One sealing nut and a 3mm hole drilled in a cylinder head fin to allow fitting of a seal. One cylinder to crankcase nut to be also replaced with a nut with a 3mm hole to allow sealing.

c.
Water cooled engines


Two head studs to be replaced by sealing nuts.

If the seal is broken or lost during a race, it is the responsibility of the competitor to inform the Scrutineers before their kart is taken out from Parc Ferme or the Weigh–in area. The Scrutineers should then immediately replace the broken seal with a new one. Any engine that is brought in to the pre-grid with a broken or missing seal shall not be allowed to be used in the Time Trials or any Race. No equipment may be exchanged between competitors and offenders will be excluded from the meeting. Protective clothing must be CIK approved and must be produced at the time of scrutineering. 

Note: Only the following helmet standards are acceptable:

· Snell Foundation 1995-SA, K-98 and SA2000 (U.S.A.)

· British Standards Institution A-type and A/FR-type BS 6658-85, including amendments.

· SFI Foundation Inc., Spec. SFI 31.1 and 31.2 (U.S.A.)

After scrutineering, the helmets will have an OK sticker pasted on them. Any driver found using helmets that were not scrutineered will be disqualified. Race officials reserve the right to conduct random checks on all carburettors, engines, chassis, tyres, helmets and any other items  deemed necessary at any time during the course of the meeting. 

Bodywork in compliance with CIK Art 7 is mandatory.  Changing of chassis, engine and engine/chassis unit is forbidden between the start and finish of any race.  Any karts involved in an accident at any time must be presented to the Scrutineers for rescrutineering before returning to the circuit.  The Scrutineers reserve the right to impound any kart for rescrutineering after a race to verify compliance with the regulations.

2.3
Fuel                     


Solely a mixture of commercial fuel and oil on sale commercially. By commercial fuel it is meant a motor fuel produced by an oil company and currently distributed at roadside refilling stations throughout the country, on sale commercially and including no other additives. All fuel will be available for sale to drivers at the Parc Ferme.  All drivers are required to mix the fuel with the 2T oil of their own choice at Parc Ferme under the supervision of the Scrutineers. Only unopened cans of  2T oil will be accepted by the Scrutineers. Unused 2T oil will be marked with the drivers’ name and competition number and kept at Parc Ferme together with their fuel.  THERE WILL BE RANDOM FUEL TESTING CONDUCTED BY THE SCRUTINEERS. Anyone caught using illegal fuel or additives will be disqualified.  

2.4
Time Trials / Grid Positions          

Drivers who have passed Scrutineering are divided into equal series if possible, by drawing lots in the presence of at least one Steward. Two 10-minute sessions per series are provided for.  Each series will comprise a maximum number of 36 Drivers. During each session, Drivers will take the start when they choose. Any Driver having crossed the line drawn at the exit of the start area will be considered as having started, and his lap time will be taken into account, whatever the circumstances. Any lap fully covered is counted. The time retained is that of the best lap covered during the two sessions. Any ties will be decided by the second best time set by each Driver, and so on

If no time is taken into account for a Driver, he shall take the start at the end of the grid. If several Drivers are in that situation, their starting positions shall be decided by drawing lots. Pushers are not allowed to help Drivers once they have crossed the line drawn at the exit of the start area. If a Driver stops in the Repairs Area or in the Servicing Park, it will be final. He/she will not be allowed to restart.

For Cadet 85, JICA, and Intercontinental A Grid position in all the qualifying heats will be the same as that in the first qualifying heat.

For Rotax Jr, Rotax max senior/veteran. If the Total number of participants in each class is 34 or less, the grid position for the first heat will be based on the results of Time Trials. The grid position for the 2nd heat will be based on the finishing results of the first heat. If the total number of participants in a particular class is over 34, then the CIK system of splitting the field in to several groups shall be followed.

The grid position for the Pre-final in each class will be determined from the total points scored in the heats with the lowest points scorer in grid number one. The grid position for the Finals in each class will be determined by the finishing position in the Pre-final. The starting order shall be 2-2-2.

2.5 Qualifying Heats

Case A: 34 starters or less - Three Qualifying Heats will be run with all the Drivers. The starting grids of each of the three Heats will be established on the basis of the results of Qualifying Practice.

Case B: 35 to 108 entered Drivers - At the end of Qualifying Practice, Drivers will be separated into groups for the Qualifying Heats. The number of Drivers per group will be 18 maximum. Each group must compete versus all the other groups.

- As an example, in the case of a separation of Drivers into4 groups, the Driver classified 1st in Qualifying Practice will be in group A, the 2nd in group B, the 3rd in group C, the 4th in group D, the 5th in group A, the 6th in group B, the 7th in group C, the 8th in group D, and so on.

- Each of the four above-mentioned groups will compete against the other groups, i.e.: A versus B, A versus C, A

Versus D, B versus C, B versus D and C versus D, namely a total of six Qualifying Heats. Each Qualifying Heat will have a distance of approximately 10 or 15 km according to the age bracket of Drivers (Juniors/Seniors).

- For the Qualifying Heats, points will be awarded as follows: 0 point to the 1st, 2 points to the 2nd, 3 points to

the 3rd and so on according to an increasing progression of one point per place. If a Driver does not take the start in a Qualifying Heat, he will receive a number of points equal to the number of participants of groups A and B plus 1. If a Driver has been black-flagged or excluded, he will receive a number of points equal to the number of participants of groups A and B plus 2.

- Any Driver who has not covered all the laps scheduled, even if he has not finished the Qualifying Heat, will be

Classified according to the number of laps he has actually completed.

- At the end of the qualifying heats, the points will be totalled up with the competitor with the lowest points being in the pole position for the Pre-Final

2.6
Start Procedure        


2.6.1 All starts will be rolling type. The grid shall be made up of two lines of karts. For the Heats, the grid shall be arranged in the order of the best lap times set during the Official Time Practice. The grid position for the Final shall be based on the finishing position in the Pre-Final.

2.6.2
Competitors in a race will be released from the Parc Ferme area and will drive at a reasonable speed to the starting grid where they will be positioned in the proper starting order. Any competitor found driving at excessive speed in the Parc Ferme area will be penalized.

2.6.3
Upon arrival at the starting grid, the driver will be positioned by the grid marshal. The Parc Ferme (pit) exit to the track will be closed to all drivers 5 minutes before the start of the race. Any driver still remaining at the Parc Ferme area will then only be allowed to join at the back of the Grid during the Warm-Up lap.

2.6.4
The approach to the Warm Up lap would be announced by signal boards showing 3, 1 minute and 30 seconds before the start.

 (i)
3 MINUTE board


Everyone to vacate the Grid area except drivers, officials and 1 team member

(ii) 1 MINUTE board


Everyone except competitors must vacate the Grid area.

(iii) 30 SECONDS board


All drivers to start their engines and remain in their original Grid positions.

2.6.5
When the 30 seconds are up, a Green flag shall be waved by the Starter signaling the start of the Warm Up lap. Drivers are to complete one Warm Up lap followed immediately by a Formation lap (i.e. total of TWO laps). In both laps, Drivers must remain in their starting grid order with the competitor starting from Pole position playing the role as leader of the formation in both laps. It is the responsibility of each driver to retain his grid position. If aftertwo laps, the lead karts are still continuing at an excessive speed, the Starter will show a “Slow Down” board and if after one lap the speeding persist, the formation will be stopped at the start line with the False Start flag and the two lead karts relegated to the back of the grid. 

In the case of the Pre-Final and the Final, the race will be started but the offenders will be  penalised 15 seconds.

2.6.6
Any competitor who is not able to start the Warm Up lap must raise his arm. After all the other karts have left the grid, his mechanic will be allowed to make an attempt to start the engine. If it can be started before the completion of the Warm Up lap, the driver may re-join in the Warm Up lap at the back of the formation and must NOT try to regain his Grid position. If the kart cannot be started, then it must be removed from the track to a place of safety.

2.6.7
Should a driver stop for any reason during the Warm Up or Formation lap, he may not attempt to re-start until he has been passed by the entire field. He may then re-join at the back of the Formation and must NOT try to regain his Grid position. If the kart cannot be started, then it must be removed from the track to a place of safety. Similarly, should a driver without stopping fall behind the entire field he must remain at the rear for the Start and must NOT attempt to regain his position.

2.6.8
A yellow line will be drawn 25m from the Start Line and no competitor is permitted to overtake or change grid position before crossing the Start line. Once competitors commence the rolling lap any swerving or changing of grid position before the start of the race shall be interpreted as an attempt to block or delay the start of the race and the  offending competitor will be penalised. The penalty for violation of this rule will be 15 seconds which will be added to the total time of the driver concerned. If the starter is satisfied with the formation, he will give the Start by switching on the Green signal lights.

2.6.9 In the case of rain, the Clerk of the Course may declare a WET RACE. The choice of tyres     will be left to the drivers. However the Clerk of the Course reserves the right to use the  black flag if he deems that a driver’s kart is fitted with the wrong set of tyres and that the driver is too slow or a danger to other drivers (CIK General Prescriptions Art.2.14)

2.6.10Jump Start:

(i)
A “Jump Start” will be deemed to have occurred when a driver crosses the Start line ahead of his prescribed grid position at the start of the race.

(ii)
The penalty will be 10 seconds, which will be added to the total race time of the driver concerned.

2.6.11
As soon as the Chequered Flag has been shown to a driver at the end of the race, he         must proceed directly, using only the authorised route, to the Parc Ferme. From themoment the driver has received the Chequered Flag until he is released from the Parc Ferme he is under Parc Ferme conditions and must make no alterations or adjustments to his kart or other materials or equipment.

2.7
Restarting during the race        

Once a kart is on the circuit, whether in practice or during the race, no outside assistance is permitted. An Official of the meet may assist a driver to move a stalled kart out of a dangerous position but will not assist to restart.  Drivers receiving assistance from any Pit Crew on the circuit during the race will be disqualified from that race and will incur a maximum point penalty.

2.8
Crew Conduct          


The onus of responsibility for the conduct of crew will at all times be on the Entrant. Any misbehaviour on the part of the crew will not be tolerated and the driver will be liable to exclusion from the event for any breach of these regulations or refusal to obey instructions from officials of the meet.  No crew are permitted on the circuit at any time without the express permission of the Clerk of the Course. Once the rolling lap has commenced, all crew must return to the Pits or Paddock. SMOKING IN THE PITS AND PADDOCK IS FORBIDDEN. Those who defy this rule will be fined not less than RM50.00 The Organiser reserves the right to refuse entry for any member of a Pit Crew into the circuit, Pits and Paddock and all areas under its jurisdiction without assigning a reason. Failure to comply with such a request will render the driver liable to exclusion from the event.
THE DRINKING OF ANY ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES OR INTOXICATION BY ANY OTHER MEANS (ie. NARCOTICS) IS ABSOLUTELY FORBIDDEN AND ANY DRIVER AND CREW FOUND GUILTY OF SUCH AN OFFENCE WILL BE IMMEDIATELY EXCLUDED FROM THE COMPETITION AND REMOVED FROM THE TRACK.
2.9
Stopping the Race    


Should it be deemed necessary to stop the race due to an accident and on grounds of safety or any other reason, the Red Flag shall be shown by the Clerk of Course at the Start Line and all other Flag Marshalls shall show a Red Flag to indicate the race has been stopped. All drivers will immediately stop racing and continue to the Start Line, being prepared to stop at any point as requested by an Official.  The result of stopping the race is as follows:

a.
Should 75% of the race be completed, it shall be deemed a race and the result be the finishing order at the end of the lap preceding the stopping.

b.
Should less than 2 laps have been completed, the race shall be re-run in full and the 1st start be null and void.

        Note:  *  For Qualifying heats & Pre finals, all original drivers will be entiled to take part in the re- 

                        start.

       *  For Finals, only those drivers who crossed the Finishing Line on the lap prior to the stopping   

           may take part in the re-start.


c.   Should Two or more full laps but less than 75% of the race distance (rounded up to the nearest  

      whole number of laps ) be complited, and If the race can be restarted ;

· The race shall be deemed to be in two parts, the first of which finished when the leading Kart crossed the line for the penultimate time before the race was stopped.

· The length of the second part of the race will be two laps less than the length of the original  race less the first part.

· The grid for the second part of the race will be a standard gird with the cars arranged in the order in which they finished the first part.

· Only Karts that have been classified in the first part will be allowed to participates in the second part.

· The results shall be determined by adding the times together of each driver in each part of 

       the race .       

The re-start shall take place at least 5 minutes after the stopping of the race.and in accordance with announcement of the Race Officials for such.

2.10
Finish
The Chequered Flag will be dropped as the winner crosses the Finish Line and will be held stationery until the last driver completes the lap he is on. To be classified as a Finisher, a kart must cross the Finish Line under its own power.


2.11
Posting of Results     


Results of each race will be announced over the public address system as soon as possible after such race and at the same time will be posted publicly at the Race Control and Paddock.  Results will be considered official half an hour after posting provided there are no protests.

2.12
Postponement            

At the discretion of the Organiser, the meeting or part may be postponed or cancelled.  In the event of complete cancellation or postponement of more than 48 hours, entrants will have no right to claim against the Organiser for loss or expenses incurred.

2.13
Advertising               

Advertising is permitted on karts and driver’s apparel including helmets, overalls and jackets, provided that the placing of such advertisements in no way obscures or affects the legibility of competition numbers. The Organizer reserves the right to remove or obliterate any advertisement that they consider in bad taste or conflicts with any of the race sponsors.  The Organiser will indicate the positioning of sponsors decals and these decals shall not be placed anywhere else. If this space is not made available, the Organizer reserves the right to remove or obliterate any existing decals in order to attach the decals of the meet sponsors.

The Organizer and its sponsors reserves the right to use photographs, video recordings and any such materials of the events (including names and photographs/video of drivers) for advertising, publicity and public relations purposes.
