Classification of Karts (Amend the following)

Any make and compound that is homologated by the C.I.K. is permitted.

(a) Start Procedure (Amend to read)

Pole position is on the right grid facing the direction of racing.

At the beginning of each race, the karts will be formed in a dummy grid and instructed to proceed     on their rolling lap(s).  It is the onus of the first two karts on the grid to maintain a reasonable speed so that other drivers can form up. A yellow line will be drawn 20 m from the Start line and no competitor is permitted to overtake or change grid position before crossing the Start line. Once competitors commence the rolling lap any swerving or changing of grid position before the start of the race shall be interpreted as an attempt to block or delay the start of the race and the offending competitor will be penalised. 

The penalty for violation of this rule will be 15 seconds which will be added to the total race time of the driver concerned and subsequent amendment of the results.
Jump Start or Delaying a Start 

(a) A Jump Start will be deemed to have occurred when a driver crosses the Start line ahead of his prescribed grid position at the start of a race.

(b) Delaying a Start will be deemed to have occurred when a driver is seen to be slowing down the grid and so preventing the Starter from starting the race.

If there are repeated false starts caused by karts moving out of formation or jumping the start, the Clerk of Course will not stop the starting procedure but with the consent of the Stewards of the Meet inflict a 15 second penalty on the offending drivers which will be added to the total race time of the driver concerned and subsequent amendment of the results.
Each race will be limited to the maximum number of karts permitted for the track.

The Organisers will not tolerate ungentlemanly conduct such as bumping, barging and blocking. Offenders will be shown the Black and White Diagonal flag as a warning and if the offence is repeated in the same race, the Black flag will be shown and the driver excluded from the results of that race,
