10. Entries :

13. Drivers and Driver’s Briefing

(a) 
Each team shall comprise of two drivers who shall both drive the kart for the duration of the event. The minimum time that a driver can drive per session is 5 minutes, and no driver shall drive for more than 20 minutes without a break. Any team contravening this rule will be disqualified. Timing of drivers sessions will be by time clocks and each driver shall be assigned one time card which shall be clocked just before he leaves the pits. Pit marshals will ensure that no time is wasted between clocking the card and driving out of the pits. Any team abusing this rule will be disqualified.

For the purpose of timing, the time spent by a driver pushing a kart from the track back into the pits shall be considered as driving time.

(b) 
Any driver who is not present at the Driver’s Briefing will not be allowed to compete. The onus is on the driver to be present at the time and place stated.

Drivers will be informed of the place for Drivers Briefing during Signing-in.

14. Classification of Karts:

All karts shall comply with the C.I.K. Specifications for Karts and specifically: 

(a) 
Chassis

Chassis must be CIK homologated. Fuel tanks must be original equipment for the kart.

No additional fuel tanks are permitted to be fitted anywhere else on the kart.

(b)
Engine

Two stroke, single cylinder reed valve intake, water cooled of maximum engine capacity of 125 c.c. electric start and centrifugal clutch. 
(i) Rotax engines must use Dellorto VHSB 34 carburettors.

(ii) Other makes may fit carburettors with a maximum venturi central bore of 24 m.m. 
(c)
Weight
Minimum weight of kart and driver must be 160 kg. with any of the three drivers 

(d)
Age Limits
Drivers must have celebrated their 15th birthday on 1st January. Drivers below the age of 15 on 1st January must be in possession of a National Karting (non-Novice) licence  and satisfy the Organisers that they are capable of handling the kart.

Tyres
Slicks: Dunlop DAH, DAM, DBH & DBM.

Wets: Free choice

Number Plates
Black Plate with White Numbers

15. 
Data Logging and Telemetry

The use of all systems of data logging or telemetry is forbidden.

16. 
Race Numbers

Number plates shall be of plastic and rounded corners with 22 cm. sides. Numbers shall be at least 15 cm. high and 2 cm. wide. The number plates must be fitted to the front and rear and on both sides at the rear of the side pods and must carry NO advertising except that assigned by the Organisers. Number plates that are part of the bodywork must be rimmed by a 10 mm. black line.

17. 
Prize Giving

The Prize Giving ceremony will be held after the end racing for the day. All competitors must collect their prizes in person

18. 
Fuel

Solely a mixture of commercial fuel and oil on sale commercially. By commercial fuel it is meant a motor fuel produced by an oil company and currently distributed at roadside refilling stations throughout the country, on sale commercially and including no other additives. Any infringement of this rule will entail disqualification from the event.

19. 
Scrutineering

The eligibility of all karts taking part in the competition will be checked by the duly appointed Scrutineers who shall not be required to give any reason for a decision they may take, but may at their absolute discretion require a driver to comply with their request. Drivers electing not to do so will be excluded from the competition. 

Protective clothing must be CIK approved and must be produced at the time of scrutineering. Note: Only the following helmet standards are acceptable:

· Snell Foundation 1990-SA, 1995-SA, K-98 and SA2000 (U.S.A.)

· British Standards Institution A-type and A/FR-type BS 6658-85, including amendments.

· SFI Foundation Inc., Spec. SFI 31.1 and 31.2 (U.S.A.)

All drivers must produce their Club membership cards. Failure to do so will entail exclusion. Every driver will be allowed to scrutineer only one engine and one chassis. There is no limit on the number of tyres used but all tyres to be used for the event must be submitted for scrutineering.. Bodywork in compliance with CIK Art 34 is mandatory. There will be no noise tests and drivers will not be required to comply with this Rule. Changing of chassis, engine and engine/chassis unit is forbidden between the start and finish of the race. Any karts involved in an accident at any time must be presented to the Scrutineers for rescrutineering before returning to the circuit. The Scrutineers reserve the right to impound any kart for rescrutineering after the race to verify compliance with the regulations.

20. 
Grid Position

Grid positions will be by Timed Practice. All karts will be allowed out together for a 10 minute Timed Practice, during which time every lap will be timed. The fastest lap time for the kart during the session will determine the grid position. The team can determine which driver is to drive for the Time Trials but once the kart leaves the paddock, the driver cannot be changed. The starting order shall be 2-2-2-2.

21. 
Start Procedure

The start will be rolling type. At the beginning of the race, the karts will be formed in a dummy grid and instructed to proceed on their rolling laps. It is the onus of the first two karts on the grid to maintain a reasonable speed so that other drivers can form up. If after two laps, the lead karts are still continuing at an excessive speed, the Starter will show a “Slow Down” board, and if after one lap the speeding persists, the formation will be stopped at the start line with the False Start flag and the two lead karts relegated to the back of the grid.

The maximum number of karts for this race shall be 34.

22 
False Starts and Penalties

A yellow line will be drawn 20 m from the Start line and it is forbidden to accelerate or change grid positions before crossing this line.

Penalty for infringement of this rule shall be 3 place positions.

23. 
Restarting during the race

Once a kart is on the circuit, whether in practice or during the race, no outside assistance is permitted. An Official of the meet may assist a driver to move a stalled kart out of a dangerous position but will not assist to restart. Drivers receiving assistance from any Pit Crew on the circuit during the race will be disqualified from the race. The driver is permitted to push his kart in the direction of racing and following the circuit back to the pits for repairs in order to continue racing.

He must however keep to the edge of the track and obey instructions from the Marshals. Anyone taking short-cuts across the circuit or disobeying the instructions of Marshals or Officials will be disqualified.

24. 
Refueling

All refueling must be done in the Pits and only by gravity feed. Drivers must vacate the kart before refuelling commences. Only one driver and one pit crew is permitted to be working on the kart when it is being refuelled. No other work is permitted on the kart during a refuelling stop.

Penalty for contravention of this rule is immediate exclusion.

It is recommended that each team have one member of the pit crew standing close-by with a fire extinguisher during refuelling.

25. 
Crew Conduct

The onus of responsibility for the conduct of crew will at all times be on the Entrant. Any misbehaviour on the part of the crew will not be tolerated and the driver will be liable to exclusion from the event for any breach of these regulations or refusal to obey instructions from officials of the meet. No crew are permitted on the circuit at any time without the express permission of the Clerk of the Course. Once the rolling lap has commenced, all crew must return to the Pits or Paddock. Smoking in the Pits is forbidden. The Organiser reserves the right to refuse entry for any member of a Pit Crew into the circuit, Pits and Paddock and all areas under its jurisdiction.without assigning a reason. Failure to comply with such a request will render the driver liable to exclusion from the event.

The drinking of any alcoholic beverages or intoxication by any other means (e.g narcotics) is absolutely forbidden and any driver or crew found guilty of such an offence will incur the immediate exclusion of the driver from the competition and removal from the track, and referral to the A.A.M. for further sanctions. 

The Organisers reserve the right to conduct doping checks at any time during the course of the meeting in accordance with the relevant FIA/CIK and IOC Regulations.
26. 
Stopping the Race

Should it be deemed necessary to stop the race due to an accident and on grounds of safety or any other reason, the Red Flag shall be shown by the Clerk of Course at the Start Line and all other Flag Marshalls shall show a Red Flag to indicate the race has been stopped. All drivers will immediately stop racing and continue to the Start Line, being prepared to stop at any point as requested by an Official. The result of stopping the race is as follows:

(a) 
Should 75% of the race be completed, it shall be deemed a race and the result be the finishing order at the end of the lap preceding the stopping.

(b)
Should less than 2 laps have been completed, the race shall be re-run in full and the 1st start be null and void.

(c) 
Only those drivers who crossed the Finishing Line on the lap prior to the stopping may take part in the re-start.

The re-start shall take place at least 15 minutes after the stopping of the race.

27. 
Finish

The Chequered Flag will be shown at the Finish Line and will be held stationery until the last driver completes the lap he is on. To be classified as a Finisher, a kart must cross the Finish Line under its own power not more than one minute after the fall of the Chequered Flag, and must have covered not less than half the number of laps of the winner.

The timing for the event will be based on the time clock displayed by the ChronX timing system and will be started when the green light is shown at the start of the race. At the end of 3 hours an air horn will be sounded and the chequered flag displayed at the Finish line. All karts will be credited with the lap that they are on as they cross the Finish Line, and the winner will be the kart that completes the most laps in the two hours. In case there are two or more karts having the same number of laps at the finish, the finishing positions will be determined by the order that they cross the Finish Line.

28. 
Protests

Any protest must be made in accordance with the NCR 191-193 and shall be addressed to the Clerk of the Course for immediate transmission to the Club Steward.

29. 
Posting of Results

Results of the race will be announced over the public address system as soon as possible after the race and at the same time will be posted publicly at the Race Control and Paddock. Results will be considered official half an hour after posting provided there are no protests.

30. 
Postponement

At the discretion of the Organisers, the meeting or part may be postponed or cancelled. In the event of complete cancellation or postponement of more than 48 hours, entrants will have no right to claim against the Organisers for loss or expenses incurred.

31. 
Advertising

Advertising is permitted on karts and driver’s apparel including helmets, overalls and jackets, provided that the placing of such advertisements in no way obscures or affects the legibility of competition numbers. The Organisers reserve the right to remove or obliterate any advertisement that they consider in bad taste or conflicts with any of the race sponsors. The Organiser will indicate the positioning of sponsors decals and these decals shall not be placed anywhere else. If this space is not made available, the Organiser reserves the right to remove or obliterate

any existing decals in order to attach the decals of the meet sponsors.

32. 
Competition Licence

As this is a Closed event, there will be no requirement for Competition licences but current KKS Racing Membership will have to be produced in order to compete.

extreme danger, be prepared to stop.

Orange Disc and Number 
Stop for a technical defect. The driver may continue after repairs.

White Flag 


Slow moving vehicle on the track.

Red Stripes 


Deterioration of adhesion (eg.oil, water).

Green Flag 


All clear.

Triangle Flag with Number 
Last warning before exclusion following unsporting

behaviour.

Black Flag with Number 
Driver to immediately go to Pits and report to the Clerk of the Course, who may or may not permit him to rejoin the race.
