Grid Position            


Grid positions for the Qualifying Heats in each class will be by Timed Practice. All karts in a class will be allowed out together for a 15 minute Qualifying Time Trial, during which time every lap will be timed. The fastest lap time for the kart during the session will determine the grid position for all Qualifying Heats. Any ties will be decided by the 2nd best time set by each Driver, and so on in the case of further ties.
For the Qualifying Heats, points will be awarded as follows: 0 point to the 1st, 2 points to the 2nd, 3 points to the 3rd and so on according to an increasing progression of one point per place. Total points for all Qualifying Heats will determine the order of standing (top driver will have minimum points).
34 Drivers will compete in the final phase according to the following format: Pre-Final and Final. In Pre-Final : Starting positions according to the number of points received in the Qualifying Heats. Drivers who did not take the start of the pre-final or were excluded from it will not be authorised to participate in the final.
